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AD1000EN-4R is a Lift communication system which addresses the requirements for EN81 for lift which travel greater than 30M or have remote machine rooms, ie acoustically remote from the lift car/pit hence an intercom is also provided.
In addition to the voice link to the Rescue service from any of the outstations, an Intercom facility is provided from the machine room to any of the outstations.

The cost of the system is £675.00.

Please deduct £10.00 if the faceplate is not required for any of the above autodiallers.

All the systems are designed to comply with the new EN81-28 specifications. The main points to consider for compliance are as follows.

Pictograms

Some new lifts have pictograms built in the car operating panel. However, if the lift car does not have the pictograms, the pictograms can be built in the Windcrest speaker box assembly.

The cost of the pictograms is £22.00
Alarm Filter

May of the lift controller have the alarm filter built in as standard. The door’s status and the lift position are used to determine the true state of the lift. If is determined the lift is faulty, the alarm signal is passed to trigger the autodialler. If this feature is not available on the lift controller, a filter can be provided for £32.00

Automated tests

The EN81-28 requires the equipment to carry out automated tests at least once every three days. All the above equipment has this facility as standard and simply requires it to be enabled. 

Other Related Points to note

It is very commonly assumed that an Inductive Loop system is required as part of the DDA/EN 81-70. If the specification is examined closely, it suggests that the requirement is assessed and discussed with the building owner.

If it is concluded that an Inductive Loop is required, Windcrest can offer two solutions.

IL01

This Inductive loop system is a low power system which offers a range of up to 300mm from the speaker box assembly. It is simply activated when the speaker box pictograms are activated. The cost of the inclusion in the speaker box is £85.00.

IL02

This is a system suitable for providing an inductive loop signal all around the lift car provided suitable loop is installed. The system is battery backed and allows the speech synthesis to be included in the Inductive loop signal. The cost of this system is £175.00.

Evacuation Intercom systems

All the Windcrest autodiallers listed above, with the addition of Pictograms, Alarm filtering and Inductive loops can be integrated with an Evacuation System. (Stand alone system are also available).

The Evacuation System consist of speaker boxes on all the landings where passengers need to be evacuated from. A master panel, usually installed on the ground floor, allows communication from the panel to all the landings and the lift car. 
Once activated, via the Euro switch, the lift is placed in the fire-fighting mode, (a set of contacts are provided for the interconnection to the lift controller) and the intercom is ready to be used.

If a passenger required assistance on a floor, he simply presses the button on the speaker box on that landing. This call will be registered on the main panel on the ground floor, by means of the buzzer sounding and the push button associated with that floor will start to flash. 

If now the “Evacuation Manager” on the ground floor wishes to peak with the calling person, he simply presses the flashing button. On pressing the button, a vice link will be opened to the caller, and the lamp in the button will stop flashing and remain on. Two way conversation is now possible by the Evacuation Manager using the Press to Speak method.

Once the conversation has finished, the Evacuation Manager has to press the illuminated button to clear the call. 

If now the Evacuation Manager wishes to speak to the “Lift Operator”, all he needs to do is to press the “CAR” button to open a voice link to the lift car. To terminate the call, the illuminated CAR button needs to be pressed again. 
All the equipment is mains operated with battery backup.

This Intercom when activated will provide an intercom between the lift car, the Motor/Machine room and the Main Landing (FAS Level). The equipment has a set of contacts which can be used by the Lift Controller so that when the Intercom is activated, the lift can be placed in Fire fighting mode.

The Cost of the Interface is £525.00 £425.00 As it is combined with the Evacuation Intercom

If a Windcrest autodialler is not used, a speaker box assembly for the lift car will be required at a cost of £100.00 inclusive of an engraved faceplate.

Cable

A 6 way LSF cable, screened and twisted, suitable for interconnecting speakers is available for £35.00 /100M
